Reality Check: Word Problem 

Write a C program called item_list.c prompts the user to store in the following data in three separate arrays. Here is a brief purpose of each array:


itemNumber[]
- Item number (consisting of a
                letter followed by a number)

itemName[]
- Name of Item (Assume only one-
                word item names for now...)

itemQuantity[]  - Current quantity-on-hand of item

The program will prompt in the main() program the appropriate number of items to enter. You will use a function called enterItems() that will be used to enter the item number, item name, and item quantity. The main program will then display each item by just Item Name, and item quantity.

Sample run:

[ username ] a.out

Item [1] code: p100

Invalid - Item [1] code: P100

Item [1] Description: Pumpkin Toy - Orange

Item [1] QTY: 23

Item [2] code: aaaa

Invalid - Item [2] code: A101

Item [2] Description: Apple Toy - Red

Item [2] QTY: 3

Item [3] code: D102

Item [3] Description: Puppy Dog Toy

Item [3] QTY: 45
